But as we
know from the national climate trickling down to our city streets (2016 A Vision and Agenda for Racial
Equity in our Duluth, Voices for Racial Justice report), there are disparities in education, housing,
employment, health and safety as well as severe political and cultural underrepresentation that keep
groups of people from having equal access to opportunities to better themselves — our work is not done. |
believe serving on the Commission would afford the opportunity to use my skills and passion to help
achieve racial justice strategies that makes Duluth a community where all belong and thrive.
