of Duluth, Minnesota (HRA), regarding the Washington school project.....

STATEMENT OF PURPOSE: The purpose of this resolution is to authorize execution of a third amended and
restated master subordination agreement setting forth the priority of liens with respect to the Washington
school project loans as follows:

City Loan 100,000

Washington Partnership has been working with its first mortgage lender, TCF, to extend their
financing time line of the Washington School Project. The partnership continues to work on
maintenance analysis for the purpose of resyndicating housing tax credits for this property. The order
of priority of all liens subordinate to TCF remains unchanged.
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
